READING

We use the MyHRW Collections textbook for most of our reading curriculum. We wil use the textbook
stories to buid skils in reading, +he Close Reader to check for understanding of the skils, and IXL to
reinforce reading skils. Students must write in complete sentences for reading gquestions and close
reader work. There wil be points built into the assignments to encourage real-world writing

skils. Novels will be used at some points throughout the year. Students will also have reading godls
Hrough our Accelerated Reading Program.

MORNING WORK

Each day, we work on language topics Hhat are used repetitively to buid knowledge. Students work on
these, and we correct them. Five participation points are given each day. Each week the paper wil be
20 fotdl points, and all points wil be given to the student if they have a completely corrected paper.
There will be some assessments Hhroughout the year to check for understanding.

JOURNAL WRITING

Journal writing pages are used at Hhe beginning of the year to encourage detailed writing. Each entry ig
worth 10 points, and the students wil have a choice of topics for each week. We wil not do journal
writing once we have moved into essay writing.

VOCABULARY

We are using the Loyola Press vocabulary book. We will work on each unit for fwo weeks. The
vocabulary unit wil have pages graded within two weeks. However, the cumulative unit score wil be
recorded as one unit grade. Students wil have access to Quizlet to practice both speling and
vocabulary. Please encourage practice ime for vocabulary and speling.

MENTOR SENTENCES/ IXL

| will uHlize mentor sentences to build grammar and writing skils for English class. We have an ELA
handbook that the students are creating as we build language skils with authors' texts. They wil have
worksheets, google forms, and notes to enhance the learning of the skils. IXL will be utiized for

independent practice of the skils.

FREE READING

Free reading is imperative o the continued growth of your chid's academic growih. Students wil have
godis to read chapter books. There wil be some book reports Hhroughout the year, but mostly reading
for enjoyment and meeting AR godls.
